Place the lock against the door edge ot the selected FOsition. 
Mark a central vertical line an the aoor edge where ·ne lock is to 
be fixed and draw two further vertical lines on the door edge 
equal about the centre line to define the mortice whic1 neeas to 
be 19mm wide and 80mm high. The mortice should be drilled 
and cleaned out to o depth Y. 
Insert lock into door wi th loose forend held in position, mark 
around forend, remove lock and recess door 3 .5mm _deep to 
allow fl ush fitting . 
Place template on door ensuring it is correctly aligneo w ith th e 
forend mortice and mark keyhole wi th o small bradav, I_ Mark a 
second hole 10mm below the first. Both points should be X from 
the door edge. Dri ll through the door at both po ints using o 
10 mm drill. 
Remove all chippings from the mortice ond insert lock into door 
with the loose forend in position. 
Fix wi th two N o. 8 screws provided. 
Check operation of lock. 
Insert a key through the escutcheons and into the lock M ark the 
fixing positions and screw the escutcheons to the door using the 
four 10mm x 3 screws provided. 
Wi th the bolt shot out, move he door till he bol touches the 
frame and mark the position of the bol top and bottom on the 
frame. Draw two hor;zontol lines equal about the bolt posi tion 
48mm af'°rt. Measure the distance from the bolt centre to 
the doors closing face and mark this dimension fromifie door 
stop on the frame (see dimension A on Fig. 1 ). Draw two vertical 
lines 20mm apart centra l about this line. M ortice out t:, accept 
the locking plate box to a depth of 22 mm. 
Pos ition the locking plate box in the mortice, draw rownd the 
plate and cut out to a depth of 2 .5 mm . Mark the four fix ing 
holes, counters ink as necessa ry and fix with two of the four 
No. 10 screws provided. 
Check operation of the lock wi th the door closed. Adjust posi ti on 
of the locking plate if necessary and complete fixing with the 
remaining screws.
